The Laws of the Sport of Bowls in Australia shall apply except as modified here under. 
 
The Controlling Body is the Hunters Hill Men's Bowling Club Match Committee, which reserves the 
right to alter the advertised format in any way it considers necessary to bring the event to a satisfac-
tory conclusion. In particular if rain stops or delays play, the Match committee reserves the right to 
determine on which end the game(s) shall be deemed to be completed. 
 
There will be four (4) games of twelve (12) ends of two (2) bowls triples.  Each team will have one 
(1) roll-up end before their first game on each green. 
 
The tournament is open to all grades, however the minimum total number of grading points for each 
team shall be eleven based on 2014 Pennants grading. 
 
No dead ends allowed.  Jack should be positioned on side spot as marked. 
 
Points allocation 

One point for each end won. 

Half a point for a tied end 

Three points for a  game won 

One and a half points for a game drawn. 
 
The overall prize winner & runners-up will be those teams with the most game wins & highest num-
ber of points awarded over the 4 games. In the event that teams are even on game wins & points 
awarded. Count backs will be applied starting with overall shot margins, then if still equal, least num-
ber of shots against over the 4 games.  If still equal then prizes shared equally between tied teams. 
 
The winners of the best morning / afternoon card will be the team with the highest number of points 
awarded in the respective games. In the event teams are even, count backs will be applied starting 
with shot margins then, if still equal, the least number of shots against will be the determinant. 
 
No team can win more than one prize. 
 
Any team found to have a grade total of less than eleven will forfeit all prize money. 
 
An umpire will be appointed by the match committee.  Umpires decision will be final.
